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UPDATES:

CHOIR 6 MICROPHONE ADDED (27APR09)

BOGEN AMP REPLACED WITH SAMSON SERVO 200 AMP (NOV09)
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SIMPLE OPERATION PROCEDURE:

START-UP

1. Make sure CHOIR MIX, STAGE MONITOR, AND MAIN faders are OFF (fully down)

2. Turn ON main power -- switch is underneath the master powerstrip

3a. For Sunday Service: Slide MAIN fader to the UNITY position

3b. For Saturday service: Slide CHOIR MIX and STAGE MONITOR faders to UNITY 

position.

Note: If some or all or the choir microphones are being used for special activities:

Connect microphones to selected cables; slide unused CHOIR faders to OFF.

Slide CHOIR MIX faders to UNITY

Gain of individual microphones may be changed by using FADERS

SHUT DOWN:

1. Slide CHOIR MIX, STAGE MONITOR, and MAIN faders to OFF (fully down)

2. Turn MAIN POWER OFF

For normal operation all active input faders (1 thru 9, and 15/16) should always be set 

at UNITY.

FINAL NOTE: CHOIR MICROPHONES 1 thru 6 are controlled by a SUB -MIX. These 

channels will not work unless the CHOIR MIX fader is set at UNITY.



Placement of lavalier microphones should be as 

close to the mouth as is practical, usually just 

below the neckline on a lapel, a tie, or a lanyard, 

or at the neckline in the case of robes or other 

vestments. Omnidirectional types may be 

oriented in any convenient way, but a 

unidirectional type must be aimed in the 

direction of the mouth.

Avoid placing the microphone underneath layers 

of clothing or in a location where clothing or 

other objects may touch or rub against it. This is 

especially critical with unidirectional types.
